Brownies/Junior Girls Scouts
This program is offered in collaboration with Girl Scouts of Limberlost Council for girls ages 5-11.  The girls meet with Girl Scout leaders on the 2nd and 4th Thursday of each month from 5:00 to 6:00 p.m.  These programs were developed to enhance and encourage creativity and individuality in the girls.  The girls learn songs, play games, earn prizes, make crafts, etc.  It is truly a fun and educational experience.

CITY Girls Teen Girl Scout Program
CITY = Contemporary Issues for Today’s Youth

This is a restructured version of the traditional Girl Scout program.  It is a cool and exciting program for girls that deal with current issues.  These sessions are also facilitated by Girl Scout leaders on the 2nd and 4th Thursday of each month from 6:00 to 6:45 p.m.

Healthy Spirits Pool League/Character Building Program

A local pool champion conducts this program Monday, Wednesday and Friday of each week to provide instruction in pool play and character building for boys ages 8-15.  The boys entertain speakers on a regular basis and also go on field trips.
Jesus Club (Elementary School Ages)

This group of special youth meets once a week on Thursday for spiritual enrichment.  They are taught bible stories and often can do role play of the various bible characters.  Children also can participate in show and tell of what they have learned.  This class is co-facilitated by the youth group from County Line Church of God.

Jewels Girls Program (Ages 5-18)
The program is divided into three age groups – elementary, middle school and high school.  Meetings are held weekly for each age group.  These young ladies are taught simple Bible truths, health and hygiene; emotional issues, with the older girls covering career planning, peer pressure and dating.  They often entertain guest speakers and go on field trips.  They love to dance and model for fashion shows.  These young ladies are on the verge of becoming precious jewels that shine bright in a dark world.
Kids Café 
Kids Café is a program offered in collaboration with Community Harvest Food Bank.  Nutritional meals are provided for the youth each afternoon as they arrive at the center from school.
Performing Arts Program   
This program is titled “African Heritage Rites of Passage through Arts” designed to give youth positive means of self expression. This program offers a variety of art forms which include both visual and performing arts such as clothing design, creative dance movement, poetry, African hair braiding, martial arts, keyboarding, drawing and painting.  Youth who participate in this program are given opportunity to demonstrate their skills during recitals.
Project READS

The goal of this program is to help students in grades K-3 read at grade level by the time they complete the 3rd grade, and also students in higher grades who read below 3rd grade level.  Students from Taylor University serve as tutors.
Sports
The goal of the Sports program is to prepare young athletes ages 10-18 to become productive citizens by helping them develop character, discipline, sportsmanship, and teamwork.  We offer basketball and baseball.  We work in collaboration with Weisser Park Little League and the Jennings Center.
Recreation/Field Trips

Children of all ages like to forget about work sometimes and just play and have fun!  Sometimes recreation includes structured activities that take place both on and off site.  This includes field trips, arts and crafts, and swimming.  At other times, the children are free to play pool, air hockey, bumper pool, board games, etc.  Recreation includes all age groups.
Tutoring/Homework Help
Each Monday, a group of 10-20 Bishop Dwenger adult and student volunteers provide homework help for our kids from 4:00 to 5:00 p.m.  On Monday through Thursday, IPFW Work Study students also provide tutoring and homework help.
Youth Ministry

Middle and High School students meet weekly on Wednesdays for bible study and Christian life skills training.  A wide array of activities are planned for youth to participate in, including but not limited to movies, guest speakers, field trips, in-state and out-of-state conferences.  Youth also plan time to give their personal testimonies and build one-on-one relationships with staff and peers.
